dEPUTY PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE
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STUDENT LEADERSHIP EVALUATION

Earlier this term, the school conducted an evaluation on the process of student leadership.  The evaluation involved the collation of survey responses from members of the school community, involving students, teachers and parents. The response revealed that the school community wanted the students to have the title of School Captain and that the students should be elected on a first past-the-post voting system and to not be gender based. The community wanted a fair representation of the number of students used in leadership roles to be reflective of the number of students in the cohort. When required, these additional positions will fulfil the role of Vice Captains.
The survey also told us that the represented community liked the thoroughness of the current process of self-nomination, student application, interview, a formal speech to the whole school then finally a vote from their peers and staff.
ROLE OF SCHOOL CAPTAINS
The role of the School Captains needs to be reviewed with formal roles in each school assembly and events in addition to their current roles representing the school and the student body and meeting with school senior executive regarding issues within the school. Substantial communication in year meetings and mentorship of younger students are also areas envisaged for future development of student leaders.
Gregory Patakos and Princess Sengco have been inducted as School Captains for 2013. We know they will make valuable contributions to the school and continue in their role as excellent ambassadors of the school.

partial solar eclipse

HPV vaccination for boys to commence in NSW 
Boys in NSW high schools will be offered human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccination from 2013 to provide protection against developing infections that can lead to cancer. 

In 2013, the 3-dose course of vaccine will be offered to: 
· Year 7 boys as part of the routine school-based vaccination program 

· Year 9 boys as part of the national ‘catch up’ program in 2013 and 2014 only. 

HPV vaccination has been offered to female students in Year 7 since 2007. In 2011, 81% of Year 7 girls received at least one dose of the three-dose course of HPV vaccine. 
HPV is the name given to a group of viruses that affect both females and males. Most people who are sexually active will have a genital HPV infection at some time in their lives. HPV infection usually causes no symptoms and goes away by itself. However, in rare cases infection can cause life-threatening cancers. Almost all cases of cervical cancer and genital warts are due to HPV infection. HPV also causes cancers in other parts of the body, including the vulva, vagina, penis and anus. 
The vaccine is highly effective in preventing the main types of HPV infection and is most effective when it is given to people before they are exposed to the virus. The vaccine is registered for use from 10 years of age and is only provided free for male students who commence the course in Year 7 or Year 9. 

Parent Information Kits will be sent home to parents in early 2013. To consent to vaccination, parents are advised to read all the information provided, complete the Consent Form and return it to their child’s school. 
Students in Year 7 will also be offered vaccination against other diseases, including diphtheria-tetanus-whooping cough (dTpa), hepatitis B and varicella (chicken pox).

ISOLATION ROOM

At the beginning of Term 2 this year the school introduced the Isolation Room as a strategy for students to reflect upon their behaviours and actions when they were moving through the whole school discipline levels. This strategy has been included as part of the whole school welfare and discipline procedure and allows students to remain in the school setting and continue accessing learning content and opportunities. This strategy has meant students are supervised by teachers in the Isolation Room completing the learning tasks they have been issued. Students are admitted into the Isolation Room after initial discussions with the Deputy Principal with the opportunity to reflect upon their actions and responsibilities and to think of replacement behaviours.

Whilst in the isolation room students are not to engage in conversation with other students and have their recess and lunch breaks at an alternative time to the rest of the school. In addition to continuing with learning students do receive advice and direction from staff to be able to use on their return to class. The isolation room is part of the school discipline procedure as a step before school suspension. This intervention allows students to evaluate and reassess their learning responsibilities, choices and behaviours without having to be removed from the school setting for an extended period of time. Students explain their commitment to learning to the Deputy Principal before being readmitted back to class. On their return to class, student commitment to learning is monitored closely by all teachers with comments written on a monitoring card for daily review.

A recent staff evaluation of the isolation room has highlighted the need for all students who have been in the isolation room to be referred to the Learning Support team for assessment of individual learning needs. We would like to receive the thoughts of the school community about the use and administration of the isolation room. To assist students in the planning of their homework and assignments, and to foster regular contact between the school and parents, we promote the use of an official school diary by all students.  It is expected that each student will have a diary and bring it to each class so that they can enter work requirements to assist with their time management at home as well as ensure that all work is completed.  Official school diaries also contain information regarding major events of the school calendar and are designed and printed specifically for students of our school. 

1. Textbook/Library Levy:  This levy is required to be paid before any textbook is issued and any library book is borrowed. On return of all textbooks and library books, in good condition, the following will apply when a student leaves the school:  $30 refund for students in Years 7 – 10; $60 refund for students in Years 11 and 12.

2. Computer Technology:  For all students except those doing IST and IT.  This includes printing cost.

3. Design and Technology:  In Year 12 students must supply their own materials for HSC projects.  

4. Graphics Technology:  For this course students will also be required to purchase equipment:  $150 which covers the cost of a drawing board and drawing set (this will be a student’s personal property).

5. Photography:  Including Starter Kit.  (Extra kits available for $40 each).

6. Textiles:  Plus materials for some projects.

7. Visual Arts:  Covers cost of basic art materials.  Students in Year 12 will need to pay extra depending on materials used for body of work.
8. Sport:  This contributes to the provision of sports equipment, all entry to carnivals, Zone sports costs including transport to and from grade sport, and Gala Days for Years 7 & 8.  Any weekly sport cost that is other than what runs at the school, eg ten pin bowling, will be charged additionally and separately on a term by term basis.
